SIGNING IN ON THE DAY

We’re using the new Check In Qld app.  All you need to do is:  

• visit www.covid19.qld.gov.au/check-in-qld for links to download the app 
from Google Play or Apple App stores  

• enter your details once when you first open the app  

• open the app when you are at the Fun Day  

• select ‘Check in Now’ and scan or enter our code  
 
Using this digital check-in means your details will be stored securely by the Queensland Government for 56 
days to assist with COVID-19 contact tracing (if needed). The Check In Qld app is safe, secure and private. 

We also remind people not to attend if they are unwell.
